
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING ON SISER RIVER (LA RIVER-CHEONGGYECHEON) 
BETWEEN 

THE CITY OF LOS ANGELES OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA 
AND 

THE CITY OF SEOUL OF THE REPUBLIC OF KOREA 

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING ("MOU") is entered into by the CITY OF 
LOS ANGELES (the "City" or "Party"), a municipal corporation, acting by and through its 
MAYOR, and the CITY OF SEOUL (the "City" or "Party"), acting by and through its MAYOR. 

WHEREAS, the City of Los Angeles is currently preparing a Los Angeles River Revitalization 
Master Plan ("Master Plan") to establish environmentally sensitive urban design guidelines, 
enhance water quality, improve the ecological functioning of the River, provide public access as 
well as recreation and open space, preserve flood control features, and foster a growth in 
community awareness; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Seoul has successfully restored the Cheonggyecheon River and is 
coordinating efforts to enhance the ecological, historic, and cultural environment, while 
balancing urban development in the City of Seoul; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Los Angeles and the City of Seoul wish to work together to become 
leaders in the resolution of environmental, historic, cultural, and economic issues associated 
with river restoration; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Los Angeles and the City of Seoul understand that river revitalization is 
an elemental part of environmental restoration, historic preservation, cultural enrichment and 
balanced economic growth; and 
NOW THEREFORE IT IS AGREED THAT: 
1. The City of Los Angeles and the City of Seoul shall share environmental, historic, cultural, and 

economic development issues associated with river restoration and revitalization, through an 
exchange of information. This program shall include but not be limited to: 

a. The City of Seoul will share information obtained from its recovery of the Cheonggyecheon River 
and its subsequent environmental, historic, cultural, and economic restoration efforts; and 

b. The City of Los Angeles will share definitive examples of river revitalization from municipalities 
around the world, resulting from research obtained for the preparation of its Master Plan, as well as 
from revitalization efforts on the Los Angeles River; 

c. Regarding river restoration and revitalization, the City of Los Angeles and the City of Seoul can 
exchange delegation when deemed necessary. 

2. None of the participants intend that this MOU will create any legally binding or enforceable right or 
obligation of any Party. 

3. This MOU shall remain valid until rescinded in writing by any party to the MOU. 

This MOU shall be effective on the date the MOU is signed by the designated representative.
